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Calculate Child’s Age in Months at the End of the Investigation

NSCAW Restricted Release dataset, CPS sample
Based on SPSS version 15.0

The NSCAW Restricted Release dataset provides the child’s age in months at the time of each
interview, but because of confidentiality concerns, it does not include the child’s date of birth.
Researchers are often interested in knowing how old the NSCAW children were at other times.
The following bit of SPSS syntax illustrates how a user can compute children’s age in months at
the end of the CPS investigation that brought them into the NSCAW, an event that takes place a
two or more months before the Wave 1 interview. After creating date-formatted variables, the
program computes the number of months between the end of the investigation and the Wave 1
interview. It then subtracts this interval from children’s age at Wave 1 to arrive at age at the end
of the investigation.
