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1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Overview of Study Data

The primary objectives of the National Incidence Study
were to obtain a more complete picture of the extent and character
of recognized child abuse and neglect than is achievable from
official report‘statistics alone and to examine how and how well
the official reporting system is working. In each study county,
data were collected from two broad categories of respondents,
Child Protective Services agencies (the primary agency legally.
responsible for investigating reports of suspected child abuse
and neglect) and other (non-CPS) agencies. Information was col-

lected from 26 CPS agencies and 529 non-CPS agencies.

There was an average of 20 non-CPS agencies per county
and they were of two general types. The first type were other
official agencies which may have statutory authority for investi-
gation or treatment of situations involving child abuse or neg-
lect; these included juvenile probation, police and sheriff's
departments, county coroners and county public health departments.
The second type were other major institutions and agencies whose
staff may encounter abused or neglected children; these included
public schools, hospitals, mental health facilities and other

social service agencies.

The study was conducted in a nétional.probability sample
of 26 counties clustered within 10 states. The sample contained
a mix of urban, suburban and rural areas. Eight of the sampled
counties had populations of over 200,000; another eight were
located in urban areas but had populations under 200,000; and the
remaining ten counties were located in rural areas containing

no cities of 50,000 or more population.



Three questionnaires were used in this study, a CPS
Long Form, CPS Short Form and a non-CPS Professional Form. In
some (smaller) counties, all reports to CPS were to be described
using the Long Form. In others, the Long Form was used for all
reports involving fatalities or alleged sexual abuse and for a
random sample of all other reports. 1In these latter counties,
the Short Form was used for all reports not requiring a Long Form.
Both the CPS Long Form and Short Form yielded information on each
child in the family, with the Long Form containing detailed demo-
graphic information and information on the nature and extent of
the alleged abuse or neglect, and the Short Form containing only
enough information to identify duplicate children in the data
pase. The Professional Form contained information on only one
child in the family but was similar to the Long Form in that it
yielded detailed demographic information and information on the
nature and extent of the suspected maltreatment. For purposes of
statistical analysis, only the Long Form and Professional Form
were included in the analysis file and, therefore, all documenta-
tion in this manual pertains to information collected from these

two forms.

1.2 Overview of Report

This report describes the analysis file which was used
to produce the substantive findings presented in the National

Incidence Study final report (Recognition and Reporting of Child

Abuse and Neglect) and which is available to other researchers as

a Public Use Data Tape. This report very briefly summarizes the
steps involved in the creation of the analysis file. Additional
information necessary for a full understanding of the data is

a companion report, entitled Methodology Report.
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2. DATA COLLECTION

2.1 CPS Data Collection

Data forms were completed by CPS caseworkers, together
with study representatives (CPS Coordinators) assigned to assist
the local CPS offices. As reports were received by the local
CPS office, they were logged in on a study report log. This log
kept a record of the status of reports as they were received and
identified all reports that needed Long Forms. CPS data were
collected between May 1, 1979 and April 30, 1980. From a total
of 17,900 reports to CPS agencies in the study counties, 5572
Long Forms and 12,328 Short Forms were received.

2.2 Non-CPS Data Collection

The data collection for non-CPS agencies occurred over
a specific four-month period that varied for 3 different groups
of counties. Generally, one county in a given state had the
period September-December, ancther had October~January, and the
third had November-February. Professional staff from agencies
in the study design completed data forms, either by filling out
the Professional Form themselves or by calling in the information
over a toll-free WATS line number. In the latter instance, the
Professional Form was filled out by a telephone interviewer, from
information provided by the respondent. A total of 3,120 non-CPS

cases were received over a period of six months.*

*Cases were sampled in two non-CPS agencies. The number 3,120
includes children listed for sampling in these two agencies.
The number of actual data forms was 3,009.



2.3 Survey Instruments

‘ Following are reproductions of the Long Form and Pro-
fessional Form used to gather information for this study. As
these forms were processed, variables such as study report num-
ber, county number, followup status and sampling status were
added. Transcription sheets were used to code certain child
and maltreatment information and to record the results of defi-
nition-related evaluative assessment. These transcription sheets

are presented following the data forms.

3. DATA FILE PREPARATION

As data forms were received at Westat, they were manually
edited, coded, and separated by form type. The forms were then
grouped into batches and keypunched. Data files were then created
for each form type, and using standard computer programs, range
and consistency checks were performed for all variables. Errors
detected through this "machine edit" were corrected on the appro-
priate data files.

Information coded from the three data forms encompassed:

° Information about the report (date of report,
allegation, etc.) and the family (location of
household, number of children in home, number
of alleged victims, etc.);

) Information about the individual child (name,
age, etc.); and

o Information about the suspected maltreatment
experienced by the individual child, as per-
ceived/described by the respondent and as
classified and coded by Westat.

The Professional Form record contained all three kinds
of information for the child described in the data form. The
Short Form data form file contained report/family information plus
child information for each alleged victim in the home. (The data
form requested such information for all children in the home, but
only alleged victims were coded individually.) The Long Form data
file contained report/family information, plus child information
for each alleged victim, plus maltreatment information for each
"indicated" victim - each child substantiated by CPS (according
to agency criteria) or believed by the investigating caseworker
to meet the study's maltreatment criteria. Children in the home

who were not alleged or indicated as maltreatment victims were
not coded at all, and maltreatment information was not coded for

children who were alleged but not indicated as maltreatment
victims.

After all data had been edited, the three data files
(Short Form, Long Form, and.Professional Form) were merged, and
an unduplication file was created to identify duplicate children
in the data base. Computer listings, sorted on several combina-
tions of key variables, were then generated. Research assistants
searched through these listings to identify duplicate records.
Key information on each of these duplicates was coded and read
into a temporary data file. This data file was then merged with
the data files from the Professional Form and Long Form to pro-
duce the analysis file, from which the Public Use Tape was created.

4. CONTENTS AND ORGANIZATION OF THE DATA FILE

The data base is fixed block with a record length of
200 and a block size of 12,000 characters. The file is a child
level dataAbase with 12,347 records, 9,338 for children listed
in CPS Long Forms and 3,009 for ¢hildren identified in Professional

Forms.

To create the analysis file, the Long Form and Profes-
sional Form were merged into one data file with a standard record
format. The record layout for the analysis file is shown in the
following Index. This Index provides a brief definition of each
variable and, where applicable, item numbers or letters that
reference where the variables were extracted from the original

data forms.*

*The index does not include item reference numbers for all variables.
Some variables in the analysis file are only applicable to one data
form. Other variables were added to the data forms by Receipt Con-
trol, and some were recoded by combining information from several
other variables.
